Code of Conduct 
Last week we sent home our Code of Conduct.  We encourage you to read it carefully and discuss 
it with your child.  Here is some background information to help put this document in context.  At 
Winchelsea, we have three expectations: 
Respect the rights, feelings, property, and safety of others. 
Be responsible for your actions. 
Co-operate with all children and adults. 
 
We believe: 

 it is our responsibility to provide a SAFE, ORDERLY, and CARING learning environment for all 
Winchelsea children. 

 that parents and school staff should together promote and model RESPONSIBILITY, CO-
OPERATION and RESPECT. 

 that all students are entitled to a SAFE AND SECURE SCHOOL. 

 our behaviour expectations and strategies must be progressive, fair, tempered with good 
judgment, and instructive in a way that assists children to monitor their own actions. 

 that the manner in which we respond to unacceptable behavior is key to supporting a young 
person in making the positive changes required.

As a result, in cases where 
significant behavior intervention is required, we will work closely with parents to develop 
common understandings and support each other at school, and at home.
